Theme:Fast food

Objectives:

2) Up-bringing: to teach good manners of behaviour at the table, to be polite, attentive, to lead healthy way of life.
Equipment: textbooks, a tape with the text, things for serving the table, pictures, cards with proverbs about food, handouts

І. Introduction

1.Greeting

2. Aim

Dear boys and girls, merited guests. I am very glad to see you at our English lesson.


First of all let me determine the topic of our lesson. It is “Fast Food”.

You will be able to show the level of our speech and language competence on this topic, how to use topical words, describe a procedure, present simple, some irregular plurals, there aren’t any/ are no…

3. Warming up

Teacher: How are you?

Pupil 1: Very well, thank you.

Teacher: Are you hungry?

Pupil 2: No, I am not. I am not hungry, because I had breakfast.

Teacher: I see. You are not hungry. What about you…?

Pupil 3: I am thirsty.

Teacher: OK. Close your eyes and think of food and drinks. Now tell me, please, all words for topic “Food.” 

We shall play the game. Both teams will write the words to this topic. And the team which writes the longest list of words will win.

Teacher: Very good! Using these words answer the questions:

  -What do you usually have for breakfast? 

 -At what time do you usually have your breakfast?    - What do you have your breakfast with?

4. Phonetic activities

II. Main part

1. Vocabulary practice

Teacher: The first point of our practical lesson is how to lay the table for breakfast, dinner and supper. Do you remember which things are necessary on the table? Let’s remember their names.


The pupils of one team are showing the pictures of the things to the pupils of other team. They name the things.


How to lay the table?


Help your mother lay the table


With a knife and fork and spoon


Help your mother lay the table


Every afternoon.

Pupil 1: We have to put the plate on the napkin. The knife must be to the right hand of your plate, the fork – to the left hand of it. The table spoon for porridge must be near the knife. The cup with the tea spoon is from the right side but the glass for juice is from the left side. The plate for bread is in the middle of the table.

Pupil 2: Put a nice napkin and 2 plates: a dinner plate, a soup plate. The fork is from the left side, the knife and the spoon for soup – from the right side. Put down butter, salt and pepper in the middle of the table.

Pupil 3: We lay the table the same as for breakfast. We have to put the plate on the napkin. The knife must be to the right hand of your plate, the fork – to the left hand of it. The table spoon for porridge must be near the knife. The cup with the tea spoon is from the right side but the glass for juice is from the left side. The plate for bread is in the middle of the table.


Now you know how to lay the table and you must know table manners. They are:

Don’t eat too fast or too slowly, cut as you eat.

Sit up straight and face the table, do not put elbows on the table, while eating.

Don’t reach across the table, simply say “Would you  please pass…”

Don’t start eating until all is served.

When refusing a dish or a helping, simply say: “No, thank you”, when accepting  “Yes, please”. 

Don’t sit down at the table with dirty hands.

Don’t talk with your mouth full.

It is a bad manner to speak loud at the table or make noise when you are eating.


We must keep the rules and know the table manners. 


But sometimes we are in a hurry and we must use fast food.
