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GETTING ALONG WITH OTHERS

Objectives: 
-to revise words and word combinations on the topic “Appearance. People’s Traits”;

-to develop pupils’ speaking skills;

-to sum up the material on the studied topic;

- to teach pupils work in groups and develop their habits of critical thinking.
Equipment: textbooks, posters made by pupils.

PROCEDURE

I. SETTING GOALS

T.: As you know we are working on the topic “Getting Along with Others”. Today we shall sum up the material to the topic “Appearance. People’s Traits.” You will show us the results of the projects you’ve prepared. Then we’ll discuss the problem “What is True Friendship?”

II. WARMING-UP

Lexical game “Last Word Chain”.

T. To begin with, P1 makes up a sentence on the topic “Getting Along With Others”. Then P2 continues the phrase-chain making up his own sentence containing the last word of the previous one, e.g.
P1: Oleh is my best friend.

P2: To have a friend is a good thing.

P3: The thing that I like in my friend is his politeness.

P4: Politeness is a good trait.

P5: My mother’s traits were passed down to me.

III. PRESENTATION OF THE PROJECTS 

The pupils demonstrate the posters they have made as the result of their work at the project and comment on them.

Т.: Your task for today was to demonstrate the results of the projects you have been working at for almost two weeks.

The aim of the project was to create a character for a cartoon. Your character had to be either “negative” or “positive.”

The task of the three groups is to demonstrate the description of the character you’ve made up on the posters. You are welcome!

Group №1, please.

P1: Our character is a negative one. This is a man. His name is 

Mr. Absentminded. He is a tall man with long arms and legs. He has a round face, small brown eyes and small ears. His nose is straight and big. His forehead is high. His hair is dark and thin. He wears spectacles.

P2: Mr. Absentminded is a highly disorganized person. That’s why different funny stories happen to him. 

Once he came to his work and found out that instead of his bag he had brought his guitar with him. He used to play the guitar in the evenings but not at his work.

P3: Another funny story happened to him a week ago when he had his holidays. Mr. Absentminded travelled through England and stayed at the hotel. One evening he came to the door of his room and found out that he couldn’t unlock it. He tried to do it one way and another but all his attempts failed. At last some man came and told him that it was his room. So he understood that he went to the wrong floor.

P4: Mr. Absentminded liked to walk along the streets of his native town and watch what people were doing. Once he was passing the place where workers built a new house. He stopped and began to watch them working. Suddenly a brick from the wall fell down on the ground. It was so close to Mr. Absentminded that he was frightened.

P5: All these things happened to our hero because of his absent-mindedness. We wanted to show you that it is not a good trait. Children, be attentive in everything and never be absent-minded!

Group 2 demonstrates its posters and comments on them too.

T.: So as you can see all of you worked hard to make the projects. Your posters were made beautifully. All of you were good “film directors.” You have good imagination and can create something nice. But as everybody has heard all the characters you have created were negative ones. Why is it so? Would you like to have friends like them?

Ps: No, we wouldn’t.

T.: What kind of friend would you like to have?

P1: Kind!

P2: Clever!

P3: Smart!

IV. REVISING WORDS ON THE TOPIC “APPEARANCE”
T.: O’k, but there are some features that we don’t like, aren’t there?

Ps: Yes, there are.

T.: All right. Now two pupils will go to the blackboard and one will write the features of a good (true) friend and another one – the features of a bad friend.

Two pupils go to the blackboard and write down good and bad traits of  character, 
e.g.

boring



educated



unhappy



independent



cruel



noble




ugly



modest



dull



smart




untidy



thoughtful



stupid



devoted



greedy



attentive



careless



tidy




sad



patriotic



boastful



handsome



impolite

After that all the pupils discuss why this or that trait is good or bad to their mind.
V.THE DISCUSSION ON THE TOPIC “FRIENDSHIP AS I SEE IT”

Pupils discuss the topic using the questions of the exercise from their textbooks:

1. How does a friend differ from an acquaintance?

2. Do you have a true (devoted ) friend?

3. Do you think a man can have one or many true (faithful) friends? What about you?

4. What do you have in common with your friend? (views, interests, tastes, way of thinking, way of life).
5. How do you differ from your friend?

6. Do you think your friend will come to help you when you are in trouble? Can you give an example?

7. How would you describe your friend? What kind of girl (boy) is she (he)?
8. How long have you been friends?

9. What does friendship mean to you?

10. What would you advise a person who has no friends and feels lonely?

V. COMMENTING ON THE PROVERBS

T. On the blackboard you can see some English proverbs about friendship and getting along with people. Your task is to explain how you understand them and to find some Ukrainian equivalents for them.
A friend in need is a friend indeed.

Appearances are deceitful.

Curiosity killed a cat.

Handsome is that handsome does.

First think then speak.

Tastes differ.
