Theme: Home-reading. Little Red Riding Hood /урок домашнього читання з елементами рольової гри, 7 кл./

Objectives:

1) Practical: to form language competence in speaking and reading, to develop pupils’ pair and group communicative skills in oral speech; to practice speaking in dialogues and monologues
2) Developing: to develop pupils’ imagination, memory, logical thinking, creative abilities and talents; to broaden pupils’ outlook
3) Up-bringing: to bring up kind attitude towards animals
Equipment: a text of a fairy-tale, computers, filmstrips, pictures
Procedure
I. Introduction.

1. Greetings
T.: Good morning, dear boys and girls, merited guests. I am very glad to see you at our English lesson.
2. Aim
T.: First of all let me determine the topic of our lesson. Today we are going to recollect information we have learned about animals. We’ll discuss the fairy-tale “Little Red Riding Hood” you have read at home and do the tasks based on the text.
3. Warming-up
T.: At our previous lessons we spoke about animals and I want you to take a card and tell what fairy-tales are these animals from.
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II. Main part
1. Description
T.: So, you see a wolf is a very popular animal. You can meet it in many fairy tales. What do you know about wolves?

P1: Wolves live in the forest. They are grey. They can run fast.
P2: They’ve got long body and strong legs. They’ve got two yellow eyes and two ears.

P3: They eat meat. 

P4: One of them wanted to eat up Little Red Riding Hood.
2. Guess who?
T.: What are the other four characters in the fairy-tale Little Red Riding Hood?

P1: Little Red Riding Hood

P2: Granny

P3: Mum

P4: Woodcutter
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T.: Let’s do the task “Guess who?”  Turn to your computers and try to guess whose description it is?

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5. Role play

Scene 1. At Little Red Riding Hood’s house.
Mum: Good morning, Little Red Riding Hood.

LRRH: Hello, Mum!

Mum: Look, here’s a cake for Grandma.

LRRH: Oh, it’s yummy!
Mum: Put it in the basket, please, and go to Grandma’s.

LRRH: Yes, Mum. Bye, bye!
Narrator: And Little Red Riding Hood went through the forest to her grandmother who lived in a nearby village. Along the way, she saw many beautiful flowers.

Scene 2. In the wood.
LRRH: It’s a fantastic day. Look at the flowers! They are beautiful!

Wolf: Hello!

LRRH: Hello!

Wolf: What’s your name, little girl?

LRRH: My name’s Little Red Riding Hood. What’s your name?

Wolf: I’m the Big Bad Wolf! What’s in your basket, Little Red Riding Hood?

LRRH: A cake for Grandma!

Wolf: Mmm! Yummy!

LRRH: Bye, bye, Big Bad Wolf!

Wolf: Bye, bye, Little Red Riding Hood!
Narrator: Little Red Riding Hood kept looking for flowers disobeying her mother who told her not to stop in the forest. Meanwhile, the wolf  knocked at the door. He swallowed Little Red Riding Hood’s grandmother. Then he put on a nightgown, jumped into the bed and waited for the little girl. A few minutes later Little Red Riding Hood arrived at her grandmother’s house. She knocked at the door.
Scene 3. At Grandma’s.

LRRH: Hello, Grandma!

Wolf: Hello, Little Red Riding Hood!

LRRH: How are you?

Wolf: Oh… very bad!

LRRH: Grandma, what big eyes you have!

Wolf: Yes! All the better to see you!

LRRH: Grandma, what big ears you have!

Wolf: Yes! All the better to hear you!

LRRH: Grandma, what a big nose you have!

Wolf: Yes! All the better to smell you!

LRRH: Grandma, what big teeth you have!

Wolf: Yes! All the better to eat you!

LRRH: Aaargh!!
Narrator: And the Wolf gobbled up Little Red Riding Hood. Then the wolf fell asleep. Meanwhile a woodcutter was passing by and he saw the door opened. He entered, looked for the old lady, and then he saw the wolf.

Scene 4
Woodcutter: Oh! The wolf is sleeping! And he’s so fat! I hope I am on time!
Narrator: Then he took the wolf by the neck and made him spit out the poor Grandmother and Little Red Riding Hood who were still in one piece. 

LRRH: Thank you, woodcutter!

Woodcutter: Where’s Grandma?

Grandma: I’m here! Thank you, woodcutter!

LRRH: HURRAY!
6. Filmstrip
T.: I give a set of story flashcards to the first group and sentence strips to the other. Your task is to order the pictures and the sentence strips. After you have finished, one of the pupils from the first group will stick the flashcards and the pupil from the second group will stick sentence strips under them.
