Theme:The life of disabled people
Objectives:

3) Up-bringing: to foster polite attitude to disabled people, desire to help them in life

PROCEDURE

І. Introduction

1.Greeting
Nice to meet you dear boys and girls, merited guests. I am very glad to see you at our English lesson.

2. Aim

First of all let me determine the topic of our lesson. It is “The life of disabled people”. You will speak about difficulties of disabled people and their life in our society. Apart from this we shall discuss the way of our life. 
3. Warming up

What must you do to be healthy?

Pupil1: We have to do morning exercises.

Pupil2: We have to train all parts of our body.

Teacher: By the way, will you label the parts of the body. (Picture)

ІІ. Main part.

1. Vocabulary practice

Teacher: There are things which we use every day. Write down the names of these things. What do you use these things for?

I want to tell you about Paralympic Games. More and more sports are being added to the Paralympic Games as the range of the athletes’ skills and abilities becomes known. Sailing had not been a Paralympic sport before, but Andrew Cassell, the captain of the British sailing team, helped it to be included. He was born with the lower part of both his legs missing, but he never let this get in his way. So far, there are events for the blind, amputees, and people with cerebral paisy as well as wheelchair sports. Atlanta is the first Games to include mentally disabled athletes competing in swimming as well as track and field events.


Chris Holmes is a swimmer with gold, silver and bronze medals won at the Paralympics. Competition among swimmers is so fierce that the difference between the record times of the disabled and able-bodied in the 50 metre freestyle swimming event is only four seconds. 


With results like these, more and more spectators have been attracted to the Paralympic Games. The widespread public support for the Handicapped Olympics in the USA, e.g. indicates that “everyone” does, indeed, mean everyone.
